Accommodation

We can offer accommodation in our dormitory in the LMA campus. Accommodation comprises a single room with a kitchen, a shower and a WC being shared by tenants of two adjacent rooms for the price of 15 EUR per person per night. The LMA campus is located in Daugavgrīva, in the coastal area of Riga, about a 30 minutes drive from the city centre.

We kindly ask you to make your own arrangements for travel and accommodation. We remind that travel and accommodation costs related to participation in the Erasmus week can be covered within the LLP Erasmus programme budget of your home HEI.
Transportation to Venue

We are planning to arrange shuttle-bus transportation from Riga city centre (near Old Town) to the campus of LMA. Detailed information will follow.
You can reach the LMA campus by a public bus No.3 which leaves from a bus stop in 13 Janvara Street in the city opposite the International Bus Terminal and goes to Bolderaja. It takes about 30-35 minutes to get to the LMA campus from the city centre by bus. You should get off at the bus stop “Daugavgrivas cietoksnis” (Daugavgriva’s Fortress).
It is cheaper to buy tickets for public transport in the newspaper kiosks NARVESSEN (0.60 EUR per trip) rather than from the drivers (1.20 EUR per trip).
